“Naturism in NZ – The Decade Ahead” 
New Zealand Naturist Federation Seminar Summary 

 
The continuing overall decline in Naturist clubs was graphically illustrated by the recent NZNF survey, looking at 
membership, club facilities, and promotion. It painted a very mixed picture of the New Zealand naturist scene, and 
resulted in a lively workshop held at the Wellington Naturist Club on 10/11 October, with 30 delegates from 12    
organisations. 
 
The key message that opened the workshop was if nothing changes, the decline will continue, and some clubs will 
fold. 
 
A focus of discussion was the 12 Recommendations  from the NZNF ‘Email Discussion Forum’ this year and based 
on  the outcome of the workshops held last year, with very valuable feedback from Kevin (KatiKati), Peter and Noel 
(Pineglades) on structure and operations and a paper from AONC ‘To the Future’ by Les Olsen.  Glenne discussed   
advertising and promotion and Colin presented information on how the Supporters Group functioned and how it can 
work with clubs to enhance and sup- port each club’s membership drive and to 
provide a basis for a growing group of NZ Naturists visitors. 
 
The theme was “think global, act local” with discussion held about the role 
of NZNF, the relationship between NZNF and clubs, between the Supporters 
Group and clubs, Nudvan and clubs, and the usage of “gonatural” magazine. 
 
Club and member perception of the value of the NZNF has long been an underlying issue, and these perceptions 
were very well aired and discussed, with a positive outcome in the general view of the way forward. 
 
The key outcome was three working groups to support clubs in developing: 
 
· Ways of increasing the effectiveness of how the membership can use the (now highly professional) “gonatural” 

magazine to promote and market the Naturist community. 
 

· Membership options and structure to remove “barriers to entry” for potential new members and the increasing 
group of traveling naturist visitors and also to assist in the capture of exiting members. 

 

· The relationship between the NZNF and affiliates, looking at improving the perceived value of the NZNF to clubs 
and private enterprises trough better representation and participation of all NZ naturist affiliates in the NZNF, 
based on a board-like structure steering a small group of executives using electronic communication. 

 
The final consensus was very positive, and each club shared key actions that they were going to investigate or im-
plement in the near future – watch out for the results at your club.

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New biking skills area for kids 
 
This summer young biking enthusiasts will be 
able to 'push off the berms' and 'pump the 
rollers' at three of the city's newest purpose-
built biking skills areas. 
 
The Mt Victoria mountain bike skills area, on the 
Town Belt at the Newtown end of Alexandra 
Road, has been designed to help beginners learn 
some of the basic techniques required to confi-
dently cycle off-road. From here you can follow a 
circuit marked 'easy' and 'intermediate' around Mt 
Victoria. On the hill behind Karori Park, the new 
15-minute kids' circuit will help children improve 
their mountain biking and BMX biking skills.  
 
The circuit starts and finishes at a picnic area 
and has several distinct sections of track to ex-
plore including 'The Uphill', 'The Snake' and 'The 
Pump Track'. From here 'Koru Track' and 'The 
Lazy Fern' at Makara Peak Bike Park will be the 
next challenge. Also, as part of the Central Park 
revamp, a new BMX track for young kids has 
been developed.
